	Objectives
	Am I making the objectives clear to the pupils?
	Tell pupil what they must/should/could do at the end of the lesson

Present information 




Exposition

	(teacher informing pupils e.g. objectives/ content)


	Is the exposition informative, lively and well structured? Stimulating?
	Illustrated with personal anecdotes, visuals etc.



	Explanation
	Am I explaining clearly?
	Teacher checks with pupils - asks someone else to explain



	Demonstration (e.g. presenting an experiment, role play, recipe, video)
	Do the pupils understand?  Are they actively listening?
	Set a challenge before the demonstration - pupils watching for a purpose



	Discussion
	Are all pupils actively involved?  
	Set question - give time for group reflection/thought - then conduct the discussion



	Practical activity
	Is the activity purposeful in that pupils are being encouraged to think about what they are doing, what they have learnt from it and how they can improve their work?

Am I 'using teaching skills rather than servicing the task'?


	Ask questions as you go round - open-ended questioning: check what they have learnt, how they have improved, are they thinking about what they are doing?

Intervene appropriately (e.g. stop whole class/group if misunderstanding)

	Investigation, testing and problem solving (applying and extending learning in new contexts)
	Are pupils demonstrating that they can apply and extend their learning in new contexts? -  independently?


	Set an appropriate independent challenge

	Questioning (checking prior knowledge, understanding new concepts)
	Do my questions match the learning purpose e.g. for recall, development, speculation

Do my questions probe their knowledge and understanding and challenge their thinking?


	What are the defining properties of an isosceles triangle?

What would be the effect of an earthquake on Northfield?


Does the structure and pace of work help sustained learning to take place?


Brisk pace to keep interest e.g. 'rap technique' for questions

	When the topic demands reflection and consolidation, or steady and careful pursuit of the task, appropriate time is given
